1. Choose a topic from the Opposing Viewpoints in Context Database . You will have to also find one non-web (book, magazine, newspaper, video or radio segment) with information on your topic, so don’t choose something totally obscure. 
2. Write a 500-700 word essay (5 paragraph, 3ish page) paper.
3. Use at least 4 sources in your research. At least one of your sources needs to be non-web based. 
2. Prompt: For your chosen topic, please come up with a persuasive/argumentative claim. Support your claim with extensive evidence from your research and include a counter argument.

Your presentation should cover all possible aspects of the argument and be as balanced as possible. 
Presentation (50 Points)

1. Present your research in a speech format. This should be more than just reading your paper, and should be about 3 minutes long. You should capture your audience’s interest with facts or a hook, and use good speaking techniques.
2. You will use a Google Slide presentation as part of your visual aid. If you have an extreme fear of presenting, you may create an activity for the class to do or make a video to play for the class in lieu of a standard presentation. See Shintaku for ideas.
